Project 

· This project is aimed to test and identify students’ proficiency on covered topics in practice. 
· Students are going to set project teams of at least 3, up to 6 people. 
· In order to provide applied learning, this project will include materials of management information systems covered throughout the semester. 
· Students are going to work in a group and will select a particular topic listed below to examine. 
· The teams are responsible for writing a 12-15 double space page assessment of the topic they have chosen. (The report format will be provided online)
· Before starting the project, each group must be approved

· The organization can be either a production company or a service business or a governmental or non governmental organization (i.e. Businesses, Travel Agency, University, Foundation, Hospital, etc)

· This project is due to May 6, 2013 at 23:59 
Report
The reports should provide details on the company’s history, products, competitors, financial and information. The main goal of the project is to identify a problem(s) in a chosen topic (organization) and interpret issue(s) based on materials covered in the course (Please cite references used.) 

All reports should be double spaced, typed reports with one-inch margins and at least 6 pages long (not including the financial statements).  Please include each group member’s name, instructor’s name, the course name, the date of the presentation, and the name of the company you chose on the cover sheet of your report.     
The final written report should provide a theoretically sound analysis of the chosen organization or industry. This may include some statistical facts on the industry as well. The team will begin with the information they gathered for the report, and add distinctive information covered throughout the course.
Research Topics:
1. Job Application Systems (University or private company webpage job application) 

2. Travel Ticket Reservation System of Transport companies – bus transports, airlines (THY, Seç Turizm etc.)

3. Reservation Systems of Hotels (Ramada, Hilton etc.)

4. Appointment Systems of Health Service (Hospitals, labs, www.hastanerandevu.gov.tr etc.)

Team Project Outline for Research Topics:


For his term project students will visit above listed e-business sites and make a brief research on the market with giving brief information on the market (products, producers and services). Students will analyze the platform or technology that is used in the site. Also, research about this technology and summarize the main features of the technology used in the site. Moreover, students will get user account and try to investigate these systems as a user and analyze the site map. 

As implementation part of this Project students will define the “common” and “different” features of the systems and the static and dynamic parts of the “common parts” of the systems. Moreover, students will identify the database type (design) and make a system analysis and draw the data-information flowcharts. The project should include the challenges and errors you witnessed in the system and your ideas for improvement of the system as a user. Finally, students will define the corporate systems that can interact and that should be integrated with these e-business sites of these companies and explain what you have learned from this project. Depending on your findings, summarize the issues (business related and technological) that should be considered when developing a similar system.
Term Project Presentation
The final presentation should provide an overview that will be of interest to students.  Material can draw from any or all of the research accomplished during the term, plus additional information that is relevant to the industry.  The presentation may include props, handouts, videos, pictures, transparencies, cartoons, games, performances, treats, or other creative ways to convey the facts and feel of the case.  The group will have about 15 minutes to make the presentation.
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
